
St. Joseph House of Hospitality

Whom We Serve 
St. Joseph House of Hospitality is a 60-room 

facility located in the Hill District neighborhood of 

Pittsburgh, on a bluff overlooking the city. It is the 

only facility in the region that provides year-round 

single room occupancy housing to low-income men 

over the age of 50 who are homeless or at risk of 

homelessness. 
 

 Our residents are ambulatory, can dispense 

their own medication, and can independently carry 

out activities of daily living such as laundry, room 

cleaning and personal hygiene. They do NOT have to 

be Catholic. 

 

What We Do 
With a tight-knit staff of 10 full-time employees, 

the program at St. Joeôs actively supports the 

residents through: addiction recovery services; 

medical and mental health treatment; social 

activities; life-skills training; job readiness; and 

specialized resources such as smoking cessation.  
 

 A group of dedicated volunteers additionally 

provide: housing assistance; nursing services; 

barber services; and one-to one-peer support. All of 

this is achieved by a combination of both in-house 

programming and networking with community 

partners. 
 

What We Have 
Our facility includes: a full-service dining hall, 

coin-operated laundry facility; an inventory of 

clothing and shoes year-round; television lounges; 

a small ñgeneral storeò for snacks; a vegetable 

garden for fresh produce; and a handicap-

accessible entrance and restrooms. The building is 

secured on evenings and weekends by a 

professional security company.

Our HISTORY 
 

On July 20, 1937, Msgr. Charles Owen Rice 

opened the first St. Joseph House of Hospitality 

at 901 Wylie Avenue where it ran a daily soup 

kitchen as the Pittsburgh branch of the Catholic 

Worker Movement founded by Dorothy Day 

and Peter Maurin  

in New York City.  

Catholic Charities is the primary social service 

agency of the Diocese of Pittsburgh, serving all 

regardless of religious affiliation, at their time of 

great need.  
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     In March 1938, St. 

Joeôs relocated to 61 Tannehill Street in the Hill 

District, expanding to provide food and shelter 

to thousands of men who were out of work or 

had fallen on hard times.  

 On September 5, 1974, St. Joeôs moved to 

its present location at 1635 Bedford Avenue, 

where it operates a 60 bed residence for men 

ages 50 and older who have experienced the 

many faces of homelessness.
